We must make a choice to follow
Him, to choose to speak God’s word and preach the values
consistent with God’s reign. Divisions occur simply by being
faithful to God’s message. This is the real shock value of the
gospel. Being a faithful disciple of Jesus will instigate a clash
of values, of principles, of priorities. This choice can result in
divisions at work, in social groups, even within families,
because all of us do not make the same choice to follow
Jesus.

One choice that is relatively easy for families to
make is to bring nonperishable food for the
SVDP Food Pantry. We can agree that bringing a
few canned good or boxes to alleviate the
hunger of others is a good thing to do. Thank
you for making that choice last week.

SACRAMENTAL CELEBRATIONS

We believe that the celebration of the sacraments ranks
among the most important gifts that we have. We look
forward to sharing these celebrations with men and women
who, in some way, are part of our community. Therefore,
please note the following:

INFANT BAPTISMS: Registration in the parish is a
prerequisite. Parents are required to attend a Pre-Baptismal
Preparation Session at least two months prior to the Baptism.
Meetings are held on the first Monday evening of each
month (except for holidays). Baptisms are generally held on
the third Sunday of the month at 1:30 PM based on the
liturgical calendar. (Baptisms do not take place during Lent.)
Arrangements can be made at the Parish Office.

RECONCILIATION: Every Saturday at 9:00 AM

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY: Saint Pascal requires either
the bride, the groom, or the parent of either be registered
and active as a parishioner for at least 6 months before
contacting us to make any arrangements. Allow at least 6
months to complete wedding arrangements. Attendance at a
music-planning workshop for the wedding Mass/ceremony is
required. These are scheduled twice a year.

SACRAMENT OF THE SICK: Anytime a person is facing a
serious illness, surgery or hospitalization, it is proper to
receive the Sacrament of the Sick. Please contact a priest.

MINISTRY OF CARE - HOMEBOUND PARISHIONERS:
Please call the Parish Office to arrange for Communion
visitation.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION: Our Family Centered Catechesis
Program is for families with children in grades K-8. Sessions
meet once a month from September to May on either
Monday evenings or Saturday mornings. In order for a child
to receive the Sacraments, she /he must be enrolled in the
program one year prior to the sacramental “prep” year.
