Week Five Focus: Care for
Creation

So out of the ground Creator God formed
every animal...and whatever the human
called every living creature, that was its
name. (Genesis 2:19). When we name
someone or something, that person or
creature becomes “somebody” to us. God
is the Creator; humans and other creatures
come from a common origin — Creator
God.

“We do not own the freshness of the air
or the sparkle of the water; how can you
buy them? Every part of this earth is sacred
to my people.” - Chief Seattle 1854. “If you
exclude any of God’s creatures from the
shelter of compassion and pity, you will
deal likewise with people.” - St. Francis of
Assisi.

St. Francis sees the interrelationship of
creation. When God becomes human in
Jesus, one of us (except sin), and dwells
among us, God makes all creation holy.
Francis sees the sun, moon and stars, wind,
water, fire, and earth as instruments of
praise and as reasons for praise. The
praising of creation is a praising of God
who created them. Therefore, if we abuse
any part of creation we are, in effect, not
praising or honoring God. Think about that
for awhile.

Becoming more familiar with what we
believe as Catholics can help us to better
respond to the action of God in our daily
lives.

From director Abigail Disney, THE ARMOR OF
LIGHT tracks Reverend Rob Shenk, minister, activist,
and founder of “Faith and Action,” who asks the
question, "How can we be pro-life and pro-gun ad-
vocates at the same time?"

Along the way, he meets Lucy McBath, the mother of
a murdered son, who has adopted a mission to speak
out for regulated gun control laws, including the
“Stand Your Ground” law. These unlikely allies suf-
fer trials of conscience, heartbreak and rejection as
they bravely attempt to make others consider the
growing toll of gun violence in America through a
moral lens.

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Thirst is a metaphor for conversion.
It captures the dynamic of
encountering Christ, hearing his
voice, seeing our lives for what they
are, and then turning to Christ who
is the source of our thirst. Christ is
the “gift of God” who gives us the “living water”
of his own preaching, dying, and rising. All we
need do is drink deeply and we, too, will never
thirst again. It is then that we will be able to say
with Jesus, “My food is to do the will of the one
who sent me and to finish his work.”

SACRAMENTAL CELEBRATIONS

We believe that the celebration of the sacraments ranks
among the most important gifts that we have. We look
forward to sharing these celebrations with men and women
who, in some way, are part of our community. Therefore,
please note the following:

INFANT BAPTISMS: Registration in the parish is a
prerequisite. Parents are required to attend a Pre-Baptismal
Preparation Session at least two months prior to the Baptism.
Meetings are held on the first Monday evening of each
month (except for holidays). Baptisms are generally held on
the third Sunday of the month at 1:30 PM based on the
liturgical calendar. (Baptisms do not take place during Lent.)
Arrangements can be made at the Parish Office.

RECONCILIATION: Every Saturday at 9:00 AM

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY: Saint Pascal requires either
the bride, the groom, or the parent of either be registered
and active as a parishioner for at least 6 months before
contacting us to make any arrangements. Allow at least 6
months to complete wedding arrangements. Attendance at a
music-planning workshop for the wedding Mass/ceremony is
required. These are scheduled twice a year.

SACRAMENT OF THE SICK: Anytime a person is facing a
serious illness, surgery or hospitalization, it is proper to
receive the Sacrament of the Sick. Please contact a priest.

MINISTRY OF CARE - HOMEBOUND PARISHIONERS:
Please call the Parish Office to arrange for Communion
visitation.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION: Our Family Centered Catechesis
Program is for families with children in grades K-8. Sessions
meet once a month from September to May on either
Monday evenings or Saturday mornings. In order for a child
to receive the Sacraments, she /he must be enrolled in the
program one year prior to the sacramental “prep” year.
