A specific link is
posted on our website. Your registration will be
recorded on our reservation list and you will be
checked in at the door.

Fratelli tutti, Pope Francis:
Chapter 8: Religions at the Service of Fraternity in Our World

DR\ “As believers, we are convinced that, without an openness to the Father of all, there will
' be no solid and stable reasons for an appeal to fraternity.”

Pope Francis shares his belief and hope that the religions of the world can be at the
“service of fraternity.” He writes, “we, the believers of the different religions, know that
our witness to God benefits our societies. The effort to seek God with a sincere heart,
provided it is never sullied by ideological or self-serving aims, helps us recognize one
another as traveling companions, truly brothers and sisters.” People of faith are called to
work together to build bridges and seek the common good.

Because religious tradition provides the transcendental values that are the bedrock of social morality, the Church
“does not restrict her mission to the private sphere,” nor “remain on the sidelines” in the building of a better world,
but rather seeks to “reawaken the spiritual energy’ that can contribute to the betterment of society.” Francis
reiterates that, while the Church proclaims the Gospel of Jesus Christ, it “esteems the way in which God works in
other religions” and “rejects nothing of what is true and holy in these religions,” affirming especially that which
contributes to the common good.

Pope Francis believes that “a journey of peace is possible between religions” and that violence is a “distortion” of
our fundamental religious convictions.

For example, a donation of $500 automatically earns you a $325
tax credit to use in place of money when you go to pay the state
for your tax bill.
